Uncover and bake
another 30 min until eggs have set

Easter Nest Cupcakes
 1 pkg chocolate cake mix 1 1/4 c water
1/2 c veg oil                         3 eggs
1 pkg sweet coconut flakes
1 can prepared chocolate frosting
1 c egg-shaped chocolate candies
Preheat oven to 350 deg. Line 24 cupcake cups
with paper liners. Beat cake mix, water, vegetable
oil, and eggs in a mixing bowl blend on low speed
until mixture is moistened & increase speed to med
till batter is smooth. Fill cupcake liners 2/3 full with
batter.  Bake about 18-23 min or until toothpick
comes out clean.. Remove from oven and increase
heat to 400 deg.  Toast coconut for about 7 min in
oven on shallow baking pan.  Let cool. Cut out
center top of each cupcake to leave a shallow
depression.  Frost cupcakes with frosting and cover
frosting with toasted coconut.  Place 3 egg candies
in center of each cupcake.
